(TV chef /Food Ambassador), a male
Nurse, a female Fire Fighter; an Ice-Cream
Maker, a female civil engineer, a Surfer, and
female engineers from Northern Ireland
Electricity Networks, as well as the
Coleraine Football Manager Rodney
McAree, who brought along the Irish

The volunteers talked to children, parents
and teachers, answering questions about
their job and career route. The aim was to
broaden children’s horizons, raise their

aspirations and challenge the social and
gender stereotypes children often have
about people and their jobs. The event aims
to kick off a national conversation about
what more can be done across Northern
Ireland to inspire children.

Special guests from England also travelled

“As a school we continually are seeking to be
innovative, creative and inspiring to the
children and families in our care.
